CONVENTION CENTER EXPANSION
The $76 million expansion of the Ocean Center Convention and Entertainment Complex in
Daytona Beach is under way.  The expansion will add 100,000 square-feet of exhibit space and 30,000
square-feet of new meeting space.  It also includes work on existing meeting rooms to ensure that
they’re of the same excellent quality as the new rooms.  In addition, the expansion includes work on
the center’s façade as well as along State Road A1A (Atlantic Avenue).  With the expansion, Internet
work stations will be added to the concourse areas of the convention center.  The highly anticipated
expansion will advance the Daytona Beach area to a second-tier convention market.  Construction is
scheduled to be complete in 2008, with conventions continuing uninterrupted throughout the
remodeling period.  www.oceancenter.com.
